MITRE has performed an analysis of the December 2013 QDM version and identified recommendations for: 1) areas to restructure to QDM’s organization; 2) a process for continual assessment; 3) a QDM development plan; and 4) a one-year rolling development plan.

	Explain draft governance process
	The draft QDM governance process contains four phases: 1) QDM issue discovery; 2) User Group convening; 3) determination of QDM update feasibility, as needed, in the Measure Authoring Tool and standard (e.g., HQMF, QRDA); and 4) presentation of recommended QDM updates to the eCQM Governance Group and implementation. 
The draft QDM governance process is subject to change and approval by CMS and ONC.
