Find plain language descriptions of each measure, as well as links to its full measure specifications,
and release notes, sorted by version and release date in the eCQM section.

Access the Quality Data Model (QDM) section to find past and current data specifications, as well as
supplementary tools and materials to support measure development and testing.

Browse the eCQM Tools section to access descriptions and links to key tools like Bonnie, Cypress,
ONC JIRA issue trackers, United States Health Information Knowledgebase (USHIK), and Value Set
Authority Center (VSAC) that help with eCQM development, testing, and implementation.

Use the eCQl Standards section to find descriptions of the most up-to-date eCQl standards including
Quality Reporting Document Architecture (QRDA), Health Quality Measure Format (HQMF), eCQM,
and clinical decision support (CDS) harmonization efforts and implementation guides detailing the
latest reporting requirements.
